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Propde-se nesse volume explorar as tecnologias de governo que perpassam 0S
variados campos de intervencéo politico-sociais, na tentativa de organizar praticas em
conjuncdo com a promocdo de direitos fundamentais. Incluem-se na categoria de
intervencdo politica-social tanto projetos estatais como os de organizacdes nao-
governamentais, movimentos e associagdes — nacionais e internacionais -- de diversas
ordens. Procura-se etnografar ndo s6 as diversas mediagdes que operam na
construcdo, implementacédo e recepcao de politicas de intervencdo, mas também a
maneira em que as politicas sdo transformadas na pratica pelos diversos atores que
compdem o processo. Fita-se em particular o carater produtivo das tecnologias que,
entre seus diversos efeitos, criam novas normatividades e modos de atuacao politica. A
proposta contemplard temas ligados a etnicidade, territorialidade, imigracfes
internacionais, infancia e juventude, praticas humanitarias, a violacdo de direitos,
instrumentos juridicos a servico da justica social e direitos humanos.
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We propose in this volume to explore the technologies of governance that include the
various sorts of sociopolitical intervention designed to organize practices for the
promotion of fundamental rights. In the category of sociopolitical intervention, we mean
to include state projects as well as the diverse efforts — whether national and
international -- of non-governmental agencies, social movements and associations. Our
primary interest is in the ethnography of the various mediations at work, not only in the
construction, implementation and reception of intervention policies, but also in the way
in which policies are transformed in practice by the diverse actors participating in the
process. Ethnographies may focus on the productive character of these technologies
that, among other effects, create new normativities and modes of political action. This
proposal envisages themes linked to ethnicity, territoriality, international immigration,
children and youth, humanitarian practices, the violation of rights, and juridical
instruments geared toward the promotion of social justice and human rights.
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
